life juggling, handling multiple affairs simultaneously, while we cross fingers hoping 
that nothing gets dropped or lost because the alternative would simply be unbearable.  
What an awful burden to bear! 
 

The Christian season of Lent is about slowing down a bit; itôs about reflection and 
evaluation. It reminds us that we donôt need to be rushed by the circumstances of life; 
we can be in control. The Lenten season invites us to discover Christ as that point of 
reference which inspires peace without denying the complexities, difficulties, and 
challenges. This is reassuring, especially when our abilities to function in this 
demanding and unforgiving society are, at times, an issue. During these forty days of 
Lent we are encouraged to learn and identify ourselves with the examples that Christ 
left behind for us to emulate. Thus, in an unforgiving society, we are lead and 
empowered to forgive. In a demanding society we are encouraged to practice 
patience. In an impersonal world we are invited to bring to the mix human warmth 
through care and compassion.  
 

The Lenten message offers the opportunity to face our realities (strengths and flaws) 
against the life and expectations of Jesus. Perhaps this may pose a challenge but it is 
one worth our time and effort because it draws us closer to God and puts us in touch 
with the much needed gifts of serenity and sanity. Arenôt these the gifts that make 
sense in a non-sensical world?
